JUDGMENT No. 103
HAVING CONSIDERED:

The Ordinary lawsuit filed by INFANTE & PEREZ ALMILLANO against RICHARD SAM
LEHMAN is before the Court for Jjudgment, which we hereby proceed to issue.

Plaintiff’s claim is tha pursuant to a final judgment, this Court will sentence the defendant
to pay FIFTY-FIVE MILLION DOLLARS (US$ 55,000,000.00), or what is decided pursuant to a
fair expert’s appraisal, on account of. damages, plus interest, court costs and €xpenses resulting from
this action,

The facts whereon the plaintiff corporation bases jts claim are summarized ag follow;:
plaintiff represents the interests of HILDA PIZA in the testamentary succession proceeding of
WILSON CHARLES LUCOM (R.LP.), the decedent, and as a result of proceedings during su;:h
succession, defendant initiated a series of verbal and written attacks against the plaintiff law firm
which have diminished its prestige, both nationally as well a internationally.

With its lawsuit, INFANTE & PEREZ ALMILLANO incorporated the evidence at page 5
of the record,

Pursuant to Order No, 948 dated July twelfih (12) two thousand seven (2007), this Court
admitted the lawsuit that was filed and ordered the pertinent judicial notice of the pleadings,

The defendant, by and through his legal counsel, appeared in the proceeding, answered the

complaint, denying the faots and challenging the plaintiff’s claims (bp. 58-62). With his answer the
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defendant filed documentary evidence at Pages 63 to 191 of the record,

Having duly integrated the defendant’s answer, the file entered the probative stage which
. Was conducted in a timely manner by legal counsel for boﬂ; parties. Thus, the plaintiff firm filed the
evidence on record at Ppages 200 to 1030, which were the object of admission pursuant to Order No.
349 dated March eighth (8) two thousand nine (2009).

Of'the evidence admitted pursuant to Order No. 349, only the accounting expert evidence
requested by the plaintiff firm wag examined (pages 1103-11 15).

The defendant’s evidence was admitted pursuant to Order No. 350 dated March eighth (8)
two thousand nine (2009), and plaintiff’s counter evidence pursuant to Order No. 35] on the same
date (pp. 1143-1 144),

Once the period granted by this Court for lapsed for filing the admitted evidence, the

allegations phase followed, only used by the plaintiff firm (pp. 1148-11 65).

Oi’INION OF THE COURT
Once the procedural course ended, and competent to decide on the merits of this inquest
With_out there being any proéedural pretermission that precludes issuing judgment on the merits, we
Now turn to decide on the merits of plaintiff’s claim subsequent to the following considerations.
Plaintiff’s action is substantively based on Articles 1644 and 1644-A of the Civil Code. The

referenced provisions stipulate tortuous cjvil liability and pain and suffering, respectively, wherefor
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much as these are limited to proving the existence of proceedings, one a succession proceeding of
the decedent WILSON CHARLES LUCOM (pp. 1065-1098 1132-1 142), and the other, 2 criminal
acfion whose specifics are not provided in the evidence that is part of the record. (pp. 867-1030)

Insummary, the plaintiff firm, clearly violating provisions in Articles | 100 of the Civil Code
and 784 of the Judicial Code, did not avail itself of the stages offered by the process to préwe “the
facts or information that constituté the alleged factual presumptions of provisions that are favorable
therefor”, since it did hot even manage to prove the occurrence of the loss in the terms set forth in
its lawsuit and also did not prove the link between the defendant and the alleged publications,
wherefor, in view of such circumstances, this Court shal] proceed to dismiss plaintiff’s claim with
the respective Jjudgment on costs.

DISPOSITIVE PART

Based on the foregoing considerations, the undersigned SEVENTEENTH CIVIL
CIRCUIT COURT JUDGE FOR THE FIRST JUDICIAL CIRCUIT OF PANAMA, in this
Ordinary action filed by the law firm INFANTE & PEREZ ALMILLANO against RICHARD
SAM LEHMAN, administering justice for and on behalf of the Republic and as vested by law,
DISMISSES plaintiff’s claims for lack of evidence,

Court costs on account of the civil plaintiff corporation are set as provided in Article 1071
ofthe Judicial Code in the amount of THREE MILLION EIGHT HUNDRED SIX THOUSAND

BALBOAS AND 00/100 (B/. 3,806,000.00).
